On the evening of October 5, 1996, at the Mid-Eastern
Region’s Fall Jersey Limited ‘96 Convention held in Mount
Laurel, NJ, Mr. Brian Kampschroer of Mechanicsburg,
presented me with an original copy of the Division 11’s long
lost Charter from September 27, 1986. As an officer of the
division, I have been trying to find a copy of this Charter since
the Spring of 1994. Enclosed in this issue of the Susquehanna
Sidetracksis a  complete copy of this Charter.

Our Charter states, in Article I - Preamble, . The Susquehama
Division shall include the area in Pennsylvania bounded in the
East by the Philadelphia Division in the South by the South
Mountain Division, in the West by the Mid-Central Region, and
in the North by the Northeast Region.’’

Since the time of our Charter, Northeast Region and the
Niagara Frontier Region (NFR) have exchanged some counties
and the NFR is now one of the Division’s boundaries. All told,
the Susquehanna Division has 36 counties in Pennsylvania.

. There are several changes which need to be made to the Charter

of 1986 to bring the Charter into alignment with the changes
within both the Division, MER, and NMRA. These suggested
changes will be published in the January issue and voted on
via mail-in ballot in our April newsletter.

I attended the NMRA- National' Convention this year at Long

Beach, CA from July 12th to 21st. During this time frame the
NMRA Board of Directors had a meeting and voted on many
issues, one of which directly affects all of the NMRA regions
and divisions.

Our division is able to hold public and/or member meetings
and/or events under the commercial general hability insurance
provided through the NMRA’s national organization. The cost
to the Susquehanna Division is $10 to process paperwork at the
national office for each set of events stated. This commercial
general liability insurance is a member benefit of the MER and
the NMRA.

Without this NMRA insurance coverage, there can not be any
divisional public or member meetings. The Susquehanna
Division 11 can not afford the annual cost to purchase its own
$2 million commercial general Lability policy.

What does all of this mean to you the Susquehanna Division

11 members? It means that in order to be covered under the

NMRA’s msmance pohcy the members of Susquehanna

4% of our dmsxon membetsalso belongto the
NMRA. -

Our charter, under Article 1I, Membership, states in part,...
*‘Regular membership, Must be a member in good standing of
the MER and NMRA;..."”’. In other words the Charter requires
Regular members to be MER and NMRA.

You will find a change in your membership number this month.
Example: 96000 indicates the following: dues paid through the
end of 1996, member number 000. The new listing will be
96R000 or 96S000.

Helpful Hints

All of you who came to my open house in September must
have noticed that [ have a need to spread a lot of ground cover
for a layout of that size. I have found several items and
methods to help me cut down on the time required for this
project. The larger containers that hold spices used in cooking
usually have holes in or under the lid. Many have ‘‘spoon’’ or
“‘shake’’ openings. Larger sizes available at Sam’s Club or BJ’s
are also useful for coarse materials. The size of the holes is
determined by the type of contents. Another source is the Kraft
8 oz. Parmesan Cheese container. [ cut the label from the scenic
material and tape it to the jar.

To get the ground cover into small isolated spaces and on to
vertical surfaces, ] use a method I read about a long time ago. I
took a lid from one of the large jars and drilled two holes into
it, one to accommodate a flexible straw and one to fit a plastic
hose. I put the lid on the jar of material that I what to use and,

after applying some white glue/water. mix to the area that | want

to cover, I blow into the straw while pointing the tube at the
spot. It doesn’t take long to master the technique, just don’t
inhale while the straw is in your mouth. You will determine the
length of the tube by where you want to reach. I got my tubing
when I checked out of the hospital. Every time they administer
oxygen, they use new tubing and discard the old (not mine,
they don’t). It is available at hobby stores for airplane models,
pet stores for fish tanks or at auto supply stores.

Great applicators for white glue/water are the bottles that some
hair products come in. The ones that have the flip-tops to
dispense the contents are just the ticket. I use mine to spread
glue prior to applying ground cover and to hold the ballast on
the track.

I’m sorry that I couldn’t spend more time with each of you at
the open house. There was too much to do and too many
people to spend time with individually. I was pleased with the
tumout.

ARTICLE I-Preamble

" The Susquehanna Division of the Mid-Eastern Region of the National Model .
Railroad Association, Inc. serves to promote the hobby of model railroading
through educational, historical and social activities in accordance with the
policies and actions of the MER, NMRA, Inc. The Susquehanna Division shall
include the area in Pennsylvania bounded in the east by the Philadelphia
Division, in the south by the South Mountain Division, in the west by the Mid-
Central Region and in the North by the Northeast Region.

ARTICLE II-Membership
Membership in the Susquehanna Division shall be given upon receipt of an
application and dues. Membership may be terminated upon resignation, non-
payment of duss, or by two-thirds vote of the entire membership. Membecship
is open to any person regardless of geographical location in two categories:
Regular membership—Must be a member in good standing of the
MER and of the NMRA;
Associate membership-Open to any person or organization who
does not choose or does not qualify for
regular membership.
A regular member may .vote and hold office; an associate member may neither
vote nor hold office. '

ARTICLE ITI-Officers

There are three officers of the Susquehanna Division: Superintendent,
Assistant Superintendent, and Chief Clerk. They shall be elected for two year
terms in September of even-numbered years. The Superintendent will assume the
duties of a president, the Assistant Superintendent will assume the duties of
a vice-president and the Chief Clerk will assume the duties of a secretary-
treasurer. All officers must be members of the NMRA, the MER and the Susque-
hanna Division.

ARTICLE IV-Conduct and Practices

There shall be one general business meeting each year in September.
Business shall be conducted in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order, the
MER by-laws, this Charter and any by-laws adopted svbsequent to this Charter.
Each year in January the Division Superintendent shall submit a report on the
state of the division to the Vice-President of the MER, NMRA, Inc. and shall
make the report available.to.all members.

The officers and any committees they may appomt shall ‘do their utmost to
arrange and present to the members . and the general public programs and activi-

. ties.that foster the hobby of model ra:.lroadmg They shall work cooperative-

" ly with the.other- lelSlonS ‘of the MER, with the MER and with the model
-railroad clubs. in the geographlcal area of the DlVlSlon m plannmg model
rallroadmg activities.’

The Division members may establish dues to cover administrative expenses,
dues not to exceed one-half of the dues of the MER, NMRA, Inc. Associate and
Regular members shall pay the same dues.

This Charter may be amended by a two-thirds vote of :he regular member-
ship, the amendment to take effect after approval by the MER, NMRA, Inc.
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All-Scale Modular Program

An “‘all-scale> modular program using a standardized
‘‘platform base’” as a means of attively involving more
Susquehanna Division 11 members in actual railroad modeling,
was established at the September 28th meeting of the Division
11 Board of Directors. This all-scale modular program will be
fully developed and will lead to an annual Modular Train Show
open to the general public, for a fee, sponsored by
Susquehanna Division 11. The first All-Scale Modular Train
Show is scheduled for November 22, 1997 at the Zembo
Temple in Harrisburg, PA. This is the weekend before
Thanksgiving.

The All-Scale Modular Program will then become a member
benefit for current 100% Division/MER/NMRA members. First,
the module platform will be constructed by the Susquehanna
Division of material that will ““speak of quality’’ and be a piece
of furniture, welcomed in a small home or apartment. Second,
the platform will allow the modeler major flexibility in
developing their ideas in any scale. Third, all scales will have
standard comer modules constructed and owned by the
Susquehanna Division 11. Fourth, all module platforms must
conform to the NMRA Modular Standards for interface, height
and electrical wiring. Lastly, the modular platforms will be
provided free to interested cumrent Susquehanna Division 11

members who filfill a four part ‘*Contract’” in the first year of -

possession. The $38.00 modular platform will then become the
member’s property.

This “Commct”reqmrcs the following conditions:

1. Within 90 days of receiving ﬂxe modular platform the
modeler will have the mainline tracks in place, wired and
operational.

2. In the same time period, a plan will have been developed,
by the modeler, for the completion of the module, including
additional trackage, structures and scenery.

3. The participant would bring the module to one of the
division’s monthly clinic for a ‘‘show and tell’>. (There are six
different clinics that meet ten times a year)

4. Participate in two scheduled public modular setups within
one year from receiving the modular platform.

The elements of pride, quality, standards, achievement,
recognition and ownership are built into the Susquehanna
Division’s All-Scale Modular Program. Upon completion of
the ““‘Contract by the Division Member’’, a handsome
identification plate with a serial number will be placed on the
module by the All-Scales Modular Program Chairperson. The
serial numbers will be recorded, along with a description of the
module for use in future setups.

A detailed description of the All-Scale Mcduler Program and
the six Modular Clinics will be in the January 1997 issue of
the Susquehanna Sidetracks.

Scouting Merit Badge Program

The Boy Scouts of America have an established program of
achievement for their Cub, Boy, and Explorer Scouts. The
Susquehanna Division has reviewed these programs and has
provided to our Scouting Coordinators a suggested
standardized format to introduce the scout into the field of
Ferroequinology (the study of iron horses), more commonly
known as model railroading.

The Cub Scouts have the Big Bear Trail Achievement Program
#21, Build a Model. On page 132 of the Cub Scouts’ Big Bear
Cub Scout Book, Stock #33228, the introduction states, ““Did
you know that you might still be putting -models together when
you grow up? Many grownups like to build models as a hobby.

They build ships out of wood, or large model tram layouts they :

call ‘pikes’”’.

the Cub Scout must meet three items. The Susquehanna
Division recommends the following itemns:

a. Build a model from a kit. Follow the directions and

customize it the way you like it. (Build a piece of rolling stock
and add Kadee, Intermountain, or McHenry couplers).

b. Build a display for one of your models. (Have the Cub Pack
become a division member and receive as “‘all-scale module’).

c. Make a model of a mountain, meadow, canyon, or river.
(Complete the ““all-scale module™ as a group effort).

The Boy and Explorer Scouts have the ‘‘Merit Badge in
Railroadmg The NMRA was instrumental in rewriting the
1992 issue of the Railroading Merit Badge Book, Stock
#33292, and has a write-up at the bottom of page 6. Within the
Susquehanna Division, there is at least one Explorer Post which
is 100% HO Scale modular model railroaders. They are Model
